Read 4 the Top:  Literacy Success in Rural Kenya
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 Patricia Crossley is a retired educator and an experienced administrator, accustomed to working on organizational policy, staff training and educational projects. She has been working as a volunteer in the Kakamega area of Kenya as Education Secretary of the Anglican Diocese of Maseno North since 2003, where she has been involved with training  teachers and head teachers in forty-eight elementary and fourteen high schools.   She has compiled and delivered teaching materials on the Virtues Project for communities, families and schools, having trained over 300 teachers. 
In 2009 Patricia became the president of Tembo-Kenya, a non-profit Canadian charitable organization formed by her and her husband to help young people and families in rural Kenya to improve their economic situation, put food on the table and supply clean water. 
In Kenya, it is required that students write their final exams in English.  Those in rural areas are very disadvantaged as they speak the local language in their communities. The “Read 4 the Top” program has allowed students in these communities the chance to write successful exams in English.  Patricia will give an overview of the communities she works with and discuss the details and success of the program “Read 4 the Top”.  She will also present ideas for expanding and developing the project and the role Canadian educators can play in global literacy.
